Aquifer - Will Large-
Scale Development
Jeopardize Water
Quantity & Quality?

The Tin Brook Valley aquifer provides
an important water resource to area
users. Its sustained yield has a finite
limit and may already be near its
maximum carrying capacity. Detailed
mapping of streams reveals several
large areas above the aquifer that have
no surficial drainage. These areas of
kettle holes drain internally - thus
providing direct recharge to the Tin
Brook Valley aquifer. Donner Trust
lands are central to the aquifer
recharge area. It is critical that
planned large-scale development

document potentially excessive

quantites of aquifer water withdrawal
and related water quality impacts.
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
